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DECRIPTION OF PROJECT:  The project involves two activities:  
 

1. A stall re-construction of post and frame design of a 10’ x 13’ stall to house a new cow at the 
Franklin Farm  - The stall will be constructed of 14 gauge square steel tubing with a standard 
stall front and sides 7.5’ high x 13’ wide. Vertical ventilation bar spacing will be 4” on center on 
stall front and 3” on center on the sides.  The stall front will have a sliding door for ease of 
access to the animal by staff. 

 
2. The bamboo fencing and lashing will be made of bamboo rods grown at the zoo and cotton 

lashings.  The fence will be 50’ long.  It will be designed to resemble and complement the Asian 
exhibit and animals.  The fencing sections will be 6’ long with posts.  The fencing will be 
functional and decorative. 

 
Note:  Please email or call me if you have any of the following items and you can bring them to the 
project:  Hammer, Utility Knife, Nail Apron with Hammer loop or Tool belt, Tape measure, Quick 
Square, Carpenter Type Pencils, 1” x 6” Horizontal/Vertical Band saw, Safety Goggles, Safety Gloves 
and Hacksaw.
